1. Key Stage of Contestants
- Lower Primary (P.1-3)

- 1 contestant / Key stage

2. The Competition Process

The 1st Round:

- The judge will pronounce the word 2 times and a sentence containing that word
2 times. This is to make sure that the contestants understand the meaning. The contestants will
write 20 words (5 points for each word) with the total 100 points.
- The contestants who get at least 50 points will join the second round.
*Remark: The point in the first round will not be added in the second round.

The 2nd Round:

- The contestants draw the number to be queued in the competition. The contestants will
spell the word one by one according to their queue numbers.

- The judges prepare the 5 vocabulary sets divided by the syllables, (1, 2, 3, 4, 5
syllables). Each set will be randomly selected 3, 5, 6, 4, and 2 respectively to provide 5 sets of
vocabulary.

- The Judges has 5 sets of vocabulary (20 word-set). One of the contestants will
draw the set to be in the competition and all the contestants will use the same set.

- The judge will call the contestants one by one. The same judge must pronounce
the same words to all the students. (In case of Homophone and the alphabet is different, the

judge must give the meaning)



- The contestants must spell the 20 words in 5 minutes. Every word that is spelled
correctly is equivalent to 5 points. (In case the contestant can’t spell the words he/she can say
“Pass” and move on to the next word and if the time is not finished the contestant can come
back to the word which they had passed.) The chance of spelling ends, when the contestant
spells the word incorrectly.

- The judge will total the score in accordance to the criteria.
*Remarks :

1. AWl the contestants must be in the room until the competition is finished.

2. In case the contestants have the same scores (Zone Level). There will be a third round
for those contestants and they will use the same rules from the second round to find the 3
representatives for the Zone but the score from the previous round will not be included to the
next round.

3. The judge who will pronounce the words must be a Native English Speaker

4. The vocabulary list in the competition will be in the booklet which is provided for
each school (Revise from 2022)

5. Each school sends the two words from each vocabulary sets in font “Tahoma 18”

on 1/4 part of Ad paper on the register day.

3. Medal Levels:

- Gold Medal 80 - 100 points
- Silver Medal 70=179 points
- Bronze Medal 60 - 69 points

*Any contestants who couldn’t compete the grand final round will be given the certificate

4. The judge’s decision is final.
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
