1. Key Stage of Contestants
- Upper Primary (P.4-6)

- 1 contestant / Key stage

2. Time Limit for Competition
-5 — 6 minutes (+ / - 30 seconds)
- The student that spends more or less than the allocated time will be given
a deduction of a point from each judge, 1 point / 1 minute
- Time starts after the introduction
3. Topics for the Competition
- Thai or foreign folk tales, fables, Aesop tales or made — up stories
4. Process of the Competition

- No tools or equipment are allowed.

Contestants wear school uniform only.

- Five copies of the script are to be submitted to the judges.

- Any contestants who competed in previous EP Open House Story Telling Contest
is not allowed to tell the same story.

- Two people from each school are allowed to be in the competition room.

- Using microphone is not allowed.



5. Judging Criteria
- Total Score : 100 Points
5.1) Content 35 points

- Interesting and suitable content for that age level 15 points
- Correct story — telling style / form and organizing 10 points
- The moral from the story 10 points

5.2) Language Competence 60 points
- Using correct vocabulary and structure which are suitable
for that age level 20 points
- Pronunciation ability 20 points
- Using impressive tones, moods and gestures suitable
for the content 20 points
5.3) Time Keeping 5 points
- Being able to tell the story within the given time limit 5 points

6. Medal Levels:

- Gold Medal 80 - 100 points
- Silver Medal 70 -179 points
- Bronze Medal 60 — 69 points

*Any contestants who couldn’t get 60 points will be given the certificate Honorable Mention
