2. The Competition Process

- The contest is divided into 2 rounds, qualification and grand final rounds.

- In the qualification round, a contestant has to prepare and give a public speaking based on

the theme, “Be Smart, Be Focused, Be Better Together.”

- The Judge’s question will be asked after a contestant’s speech.

- Fifty percent of the contestants will be chosen into the grand final round. In this round, the

processes are as follows:

1) Each student in each level will draw 2 topics at a time and choose only one topic. After

having the topic, each student takes 5 minutes for preparation before starting the speech.

2) Students can glance at their script in hand, but not allowed to read, cannot use any

equipment while making the speech.

3) Students whose speech is not relevant to the topic chosen will not be awarded content’s

points.
